TESTING FREQUENCY AND
TURNAROUND TIMES

Haematology and Biochemistry: Most tests are
performed on a daily (D) basis at our Brisbane
and regional laboratories. Urgent results will
generally be available within 3-5 hours of

the specimen arriving at the laboratory. Less
commonly requested tests or those requiring
referral to another laboratory are reported as
indicated in the comprehensive alphabetical
listing, e.g., '8D’ indicates up to 8 business days
(Mon-Sat) from time of specimen receival.

Serology: Refer to alphabetical test listing
from page 7 for individual serological test
turnaround times.

Microbiology: Bacterial cultures can take from
24 hours to 7 days before a final report is issued.
Mycobacterial cultures may take up to 2 months
for a final report. Fungal cultures can take up to 5
weeks for a final report.

Histopathology: Most reports are provided
within 2-3 days of specimen receival at our
Brisbane laboratory (reported Monday to Friday).
Reports may be delayed (7-10 days) due to the
need for adequate fixation of large specimens,
eyes, decalcification of bone or special stains.

Cytology: Most reports are released by the
day after specimen receival at our Brisbane
laboratory (reported Monday to Saturday).

PROVISION OF RESULTS

Reports require pathologist validation. Reports
can be emailed, viewed via our MedWay online
result system (registration and instructions via
www.medway.com.au) or directly downloaded
into common veterinary practice software
programs (by prior arrangement).

Un-validated Results: Where results are
required for critical and urgent cases (including
overnight or on weekends), interim results that
have not been validated by a pathologist can be
released upon a telephoned request. However, no
responsibility can be taken by the laboratory for
an erroneous result released in this way.

INTERPRETATION OF RESULTS

QML Vetnostics pathologists are available to
discuss results for interpreted tests and, where
appropriate, further diagnostics. Non-interpreted
profiles can be upgraded for pathologist
interpretation for an additional fee of $70.00

(ex GST) for a combined haematology and
biochemistry profile, or $38.00 (ex GST) if only a
haematology or biochemistry profile

was done.
